POINTS

DIRECT SPONSORSHIP : Make a Meaningful Impact

A family who can give selects a family in need (from our application database). 

From there, the families directly communicate with each other about their holiday 

plans. They choose a date for the sponsor to deliver gifts and a meal, preferably 

the week before Christmas. The Sponsoring Family shops for the items on the 

assistance application, provides a holiday meal, and gets to personally affect the 

lives of their neighbors in need.

ANONYMOUS SPONSORSHIP : Personally Shop,  MCNC Drop

Sponsors can choose a family in need, handle the gift and meal shopping, then 

deliver the wrapped items to The  Neighborhood Center for the Holiday 

Distribution days. This option allows Sponsors to provide gifts and time, however, 

it does create a storage crunch for our building.

DONATION:  Contribute to a great cause!

All monetary donations will go toward meal and gift purchases. New  toys, new 

clothing (especially hats, gloves, and mittens), kid-friendly foods (like PB&J, 

cereal), holiday meals, etc…can be dropped off at The Neighborhood Center, 

where it will be used for Holiday Baskets.
